to the NEV-Pre-Season-Tournaments 2018

Dear Hockey Community

The Neuss Hockey Club (NEV) is excited to be hosting a number of youth ice hockey tour-
naments in the Neuss ice rink in September of 2018. This offers your team the opportunity
to have additional playing time before the official start of the season.

With these pre-season tournaments we want to connect to the popular international Tour-
naments from the last years.

The following tournaments are being held:

e U20 (Junioren): Saturday, September 15, 2018 (11.00 — 23.00 o"clock)
e U15 (Schiler): Sunday, September 16, 2018 (10.00 — 19.45 o’clock)
e U11 (Kleinschuler): Saturday, September 22, 2018 (09.00 — 16.30 o"clock)
e U9 (Kleinstschiler): Sunday, September 23, 2018 (08.00 — 12.30 o"clock)

The age groups for the individual tournaments are as follows:

« U20 (Junioren): Players born in 1999 and younger
+ max. 3 supplement players & 1 Goalie born in 1998
« U15 (Schiiler): Players born in 2004 and younger
« Ul1l (Kleinschiler): Players born in 2008 and younger
« U9 (Kleinstschiler): Players born in 2010 and younger

For each age group there are spots for a maximum of eight teams avalible.

The registration fee for each team/tournament is 275,00 € for age group U20, U15 & U1l
and 250,00 € for age group U9.

This includes the starting place at the tournament, lunch (U20, U15 & U11) / Snack (U9)

+ beverages for all participating players, coaches and staff, as well as bottled water and

fruits for the locker room.

Each team will be provided with a team supervisor, to assist with any issues during the
tournament.
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The deadline for registering to all tournaments is August 18, 2018. Spots will be allocated
on a first-come, first-served basis using the date of our receipt of the registration fee. The
entry fee is due with the application and should have the team’s name and the age group
in the transfer (for example, entry fee Neusser EV, U20 tournament) and be transferred to
the clubs account stated below.

Unfortunatly, we can not offer refunds in the event of a team cancelling after the deadline
above.

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Implementing Rules
NEV Pre-Season-Tournament 2018

1. Organization:

Neuss Hockey Club e.V.

2. Venue:
Eissporthalle Neuss (Neuss Ice Rink) — Adress above

3. Player Eligibility / Team Size:
Players are eligible to participate in the following age groups, according to the DEB SpO
Art. 50.

e U 20 (Junioren): Players born in 1999 and younger
+ max. 3 Supplementplayers & 1 Goalie born in 1998
e U 15 (Schiler): Players born in 2004 and younger
e U 11 (Kleinschler): Players born in 2008 and younger
e U 9 (Kleinstschuler): Players born in 2010 and younger

A valid player’s pass must be provided for each player before the tournament begins.

The following team size is allowed for the respective age groups:

e U 20 (Junioren): min. 10 + 1/ max. 20 + 2

e U 15 (Schdler): min. 10 + 1/ max. 20 + 2

e U 11 (Kleinschler): min. 8 + 1/ max. 16 + 2

e U 9 (Kleinstschuler): min. 8+ 1/ max. 16 + 2
4. Game Mode:

The tournaments will be conducted with a maximum of eight teams. In the preliminary
round those eight teams will be devidet in 2 groups titled red and white (four teams
each group) and play against each other for points. Points will be awardet as follows:
Win: 3 points for the winner

Draw: 1 point for both teams

After the first round a separate table will be created for each group based on their
points. In case of a point tie of 2 or more teams the decision for placement will be
conducted in this order as follows: direct comparison, goal difference, most goals
scored. If in this way no clear decision can be made, placing will be decided by lot!
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In the final round the red group’s first, second, third and fourth ranked teams will play
against the white’s first, second, third and fourth ranked teams for final rankings.

5. Playing Fields:

U15/U20:

The tournaments of the age groups U15 and U20 are played on the whole field.

Uil:

The tournament of U11 will be based on the new DEB requlations on 2/3- & 1/3-
playing fields. One half will be played on 2/3-field (from the head band to the red line)
and the other half on 1/3 cross field (from the headband to the blue line). There are 2
games running at the same time and after halftime the playing fields are exchanged.
u9:

The tournament of the U9 will be played on two crossice-fields (from the head band to
the blue line). There are 2 games running simultaneously on both crossfields.

6. Playing time / warm-up times / breaks / ice resurfacing / overtime:

U20:

The playing time in the preliminary round is 2 x 15 minutes with passing time.
During the final minute in each game the clock will be stopped. In the final round, the
playing time is 2 x 15 minutes with continuous time. During the last 5 minutes in each
game the clock will be stopped.

Ul5:

The playing time in the preliminary round is 2 x 10 minutes with passing time.

During the final minute in each game the clock will be stopped. In the final round the
playing time is 2 x 10 minutes stopped time.

Ull:

The playing time is 2 x 16 minutes with passing time.

U9:

The playing time is 2 x 12 minutes with passing time.

The warm-up time for all agegroups before the games is 5 minutes (U9 & U11 without
pucks). There will be a 2-minute break between both periods of the game. The ice
resurfacing takes place after every second game (preliminary round U15 after every
third game). During the final round a maximum of three minutes overtime will be used
if the game is tied at the end of regular playing time. This is a sudden-victory overtime,
wich ends, if one team scores. If the game is still tied at the end of overtime, there will
be a shootout to determine the winner, with each team using three players.

If the game is still tied after the first shootout round it will go on with one player

of each team till one team scores and the other one doesn’t score.
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Teams must be prepared to go on the ice five minutes before their game begins.

7. Penalties:

Minor penalties last for one minute, Major penalties last for two minutes, Misconduct

penalties last for five minutes. Game or gross misconduct penalties include exclusion
for the remainder of the current game.

In case of match penalties the tournament manager with the participating referees
will decide on the appropriate course of action.

8. Match Rating:

The game score is according to Art. 26; DEB gaming regulations.

A win receives three points. In a draw both teams receive one point. During the final
round, a winner is always determined.

Games played by teams that do not meet the rules of the tournament (not enough

players, or players of the wrong age, for example) will award 0:3 points and 0:3
goals to the corresponding team.

9. Officials:
The matches will be led by official referees of the EHV-NRW.

10. Tournament Director:

Andreas Schrills (Athletic Youth Director NEV) assisted by the on-site organizers for
each age group

11. Arbitration:
In disputes an arbitration tribunal consisting of the tournament director and
one representative each of the two groups affected will make a decision.
The team leaders should agree on this representative during the preliminary round.

12. Liability:
Participation in the tournament is at the player’s, coaches, and staff members” own

risk. The organizer (NEV) and tournament director disclaim all liability whatsover for any

injury or damage or lost of property. Participants can be held liable for damages they
cause.
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13. Special Provisions :
e The rules of EHV NRW / DEB / IIHF apply up to the aforesaid special provisions.
e [Each team must have access to two different colored sets of jerseys.
e The award ceremony takes place on the ice immediately after the last game of
each tournament. The players of the participating teams and their coaches should
gather on the ice in their jerseys.

The exact playing times and grouping will be mailed to all participating teams roughly one
week before the tournament starts.
